WHEREAS under direction from the Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP)and the Inspection of the Hilton Beach Landfill, the Village of Hilton Beach is required to is to retain the services of a Qualified Person to create a groundwater and surface water monitoring program and to create an annual report with requirements set out in Condition 6.2 of the Landfills Approval.
WHEREAS THAT a record keeping log be kept that a qualified person can use to accurately determine the amount of waste that is being deposited over the reporting period as per condition 6.3 (c) including to maintain a daily record with all information set out in condition 3.26 of the landfills ECA.
WHEREAS THAT by March 31st, 2025 and every March 31st after that an Annual Report that will include all requirements set out in condition 6.2 of the landfill’s approval be created.
BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Village of Hilton Beach accepts the proposal from Greenstone Environmental Engineering for Landfill Consulting Services.

WHEREAS the state of health care in Ontario is in crisis, with 2.3 million Ontarians lacking access to a family doctor, emergency room closures across the province, patients being de-rostered and 40% of family doctors considering retirement over the next five year; and
WHEREAS it has become increasingly challenging to attract and retain an adequate healthcare workforce throughout the health sector across Ontario; and
WHEREAS the Northern Ontario School of Medicine University says communities in northern Ontario are short more than 350 physicians, including more than 200 family doctors; and half of the physicians working in northern Ontario expected to retire in the next five years; and (Northern Ontario only)
WHEREAS Ontario municipal governments play an integral role in the health care system through responsibilities in public health, long-term care, and paramedicine.
WHEREAS the percentage of family physicians practicing comprehensive family medicine has declined from 77 in 2008 to 65 percent in 2022; and
WHEREAS per capita health-care spending in Ontario is the lowest of all provinces in Canada, and
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WHEREAS a robust workforce developed through a provincial, sector-wide health human resources strategy would significantly improve access to health services across the province;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the Village of Hilton Beach urge the Province of Ontario to recognize the physician shortage on St. Joseph Island and Ontario, to fund health care appropriately and ensure every Ontarian has access to physician care.

BE IT RESOLVED THAT we do support the Township of Brudenell, Lyndoch and Raglan with their request that the Honorable Paul Calandra, Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing introduce a Bill to amend the Ombudsmen Act to include providing each municipality sufficient particulars to each investigation to permit the municipality to fully understand and able to address the matter.

WHEREAS should a municipality continue to provide services to the ‘ineligible’ sources, the municipality will be required to oversee the collection, transportation and processing of the recycling assuming 100% of the costs.
